Cure Intfemnational, an American-based, internafional non-profit,
will build, operate and fund the hespital. The hespital will provide needed medical services for
children from the entire West Bank and will crecte needed jolbs and educational opporunities
within our community,




Youth Adventure, Education, and Recreation Center

This project will be built, operated and funded by PIADIA International, an American-based
non-profit organization. The project will educate children and youth through recreational
activities. Civic education and social skill developrment is their cim.

The project will aftract children and youth from all over the Bethleherm governorate as well as
providing in-school and after-school prograrms. Developing civic education and social skills
in the long run is our guarantee for accepting other people, being religiowsly tolerant, and
preventing social problerrs such drugs, violence and crime.




Municipal Public Park

a safe environment for camping activities that foster civil education, culfural exocsure,
and cooperafion between youth groups. The prgect is the first of its kind in Palestine and
will serve scouts groups and youth groues fram all over Palestine in thalr programs and
camping activities. Infemnational youth exchange programs behveen the Municipdlity and its
infemnationdl patners will be strengthened by the development of this site.



Open Theater

This project will be built and operated by the Municipality in parthership with cultural and arts
groups in Beit Sahour. The project will create a functional space for musical and theatrical
performances, along with religious and natfional festivities that the Municipdality hosts. The fown

s lacking such a versafile performance space and, in the long run, this project will encourage
and develop cultural dance and musical groups.
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the Israell Authorities

The entire Oush Grab project area was designated as Oslo Accords Area C, which mears that
it is confrolled and administered by Israel. We need it 1o be changed o Oslo Accords Area A,
which will make it under the control and administrafion of the Palestinian National Authority. This

change is essenticl because the Israel has a long-standing policy of not giving any building
permits to Palestinians in Area C.
